General Notes

1.  IF YOUR CHILD IS DOES NOT HAVE ENOUGH EQUIPMENT FOR THE CAMP THEY WILL BE SENT HOME. PLEASE TAKE THE WEATHER INTO CONSIDERATION WHEN PACKING (I.E. SUNCREAM IN HOT WEATHER, EXTRA SOCKS, TROUSERS, JUMPERS IN COLD/WET WEATHER – the weather can change best to have too much than too little)

2.  We would ask that your Son/Daughter travel to and from the Camp in uniform. (scout shirt and necker)
2. Please place wash proof name labels in all clothing, which should have your Sons/Daughters Name.

3. No electronic games or similar items (i.e. radio’s or cassette players) which require batteries to run please. If found they WILL be confiscated and returned on departure from the camp. 

4.  Please make sure the sleeping bag you send your child to camp with is warm enough. It can become very, very cold at night. The bag ideally needs to be 3 season. If only 2 season then ensure extra blankets are provided.
5.  A Camp mat or roll mat is needed for underneath the sleeping bag as this is where the most heat is lost

6. Waterproof footwear on camp is very important.  Waterproof boots are the best type of foot ware on camp. There are some activities on camp that CANNOT be undertaken unless wearing boots. 

7. Boots only keep the feet dry with gaitors. Gaitors last for years and are well worth the investment. They are made of waterproof material and cover the top of the boot and the bottom of the trousers usually up to the knees. They can be the difference between a dry child and a wet child on even on a relatively dry camp)
